Family Worship Guide – Giving Is Faith
…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – Luke 6:38

Give, and it will be given to you: good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over will be put into your bosoms. For with the same measure that you use, it will be measured back to you.

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. What is Jesus teaching us in this bible verse? (That if we have a willingness to give out of our love for God and others, we can be confident that God will care for us and fulfill our needs). Give some thought to this for a moment. Are you willing to put this teaching into practice in your life? (Feel free to share, or to just answer this internally). 

2. In your own words, what do you think it means to give by faith? Who is someone in the Bible who gave by faith? (Abel). How did God respond to Abel’s faithful giving? (God respected Abel and His offering, and He recognized Him as being righteous, or one who did what was right). 

3. Just as we love God because He first loved us, we should also be faithful to God because He’s faithful to us. What are some ways that He’s shown His faithfulness to you? How has He cared for you? 

4. Consider the first part of Luke 12:48 – For everyone to whom much is given, from him much will be required. What is Jesus emphasizing here? (That with great privilege comes great responsibility). What is our greatest privilege? (To be children of God). What responsibilities come with this great privilege? (To love others, to be kind, to share the gospel—the good news of salvation in Christ—with others, etc.). 

Pray together

Prompt: Pray that your giving might be more and more an expression of your faith and trust in the Triune God.
