Family Worship Guide – Giving Is Joy
…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – Luke 10:20

Nevertheless do not rejoice in this, that the spirits are subject to you, but rather rejoice because your names are written in heaven. 

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. This Bible verse contains the words of Jesus. Who is Jesus talking to here? (His disciples—70 of His closest followers). What did the disciples do wrong? Why is Jesus correcting them? (They found joy only in material things, and in their earthly success).  

2. What should our joy be rooted in? What’s the ultimate source of our joy? (Our childhood in God). Why else can we have joy? (We are loved and cared for by God; Christ has saved us from our sins by giving His life on the cross; we have the gift of the Holy Spirit, through Whom God’s love has been poured into our hearts, etc.). 

3. What response should this never-ending joy produce? Read Acts 2:42-47 and discuss, using the example of the first believers to help guide your answer. (They chose generosity over greediness, and their joy led them to share, to give to each other, and to celebrate together).   

4. 2 Corinthians 9:8 – And God is able to make all grace abound toward you, that you, always having all sufficiency in all things, may have an abundance for every good work. In this short verse, Paul makes clear three things that God is able to do. What are they? (He is able to make grace abound in our lives, to fulfill all of our needs, and to give us everything we need to be able to do good works). How should we respond to these wonderful truths? (By being gracious to others, by helping fulfill the needs of others, and by using the gifts, talents, and abilities He has given us to do good things for others). 

Pray together

Prompt: Pray that the Lord will inspire your giving in such a way that it’s always done with joy, and that your joy may be rooted more and more in Jesus Christ.
