Family Worship Guide – Giving Is Sacrifice
…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – Romans 12:1

I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service. 

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. What comes to mind when you hear the word “sacrifice?” (Examples – parents who give up their time, energy, and money for the benefit of their children; men and women who sacrifice their time, and sometimes their lives, in the armed forces; the sacrifices offered up by those in the Bible – story of Abraham and Isaac, for example. etc). What does the word “sacrifice” mean in a spiritual sense? (Offering something up as a gift to God; a physical sacrifice of oneself—your person, your entire being—for the glory of God). 

2. What’s the greatest sacrifice of all time? (Jesus’ sacrifice on the cross for our sins). Why was Jesus’ sacrifice so significant? (It fulfilled the promises made by God centuries before; it restored our relationship with God; it eliminated the power of sin and death over us; it gives us hope for eternal fellowship with God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, etc.).

3. Our response to Christ’s sacrifice should be sacrifice of our own. Although our sacrifices can never compare to Christ’s, there are certainly sacrifices that we can make. What are some examples? (We can sacrifice our time, our effort, our money, our pride/ego, our thoughts and opinions, our resources/gifts/talents, etc.). 

4. Romans 12:1 provides another example of sacrifice. What is it? (Sacrifice of our bodies). What does this mean, do you think? (The way we live can be an act of worship; we should be mindful of our actions, and strive every day to have our bodies display holiness – our hands (what we do), our feet (where we go), our eyes (what we see), and our lips (what we say). 

Pray together

Prompt: Pray that you might view the sacrifice of Christ more clearly and deeply, and that His sacrifice inspires sacrifices of your own. Pray that every sacrifice you make in His name brings Him honor and glory.
