Family Worship Guide – Giving Is Worship
…as for me and my house, we will serve (worship) the Lord (Joshua 24:15)

Read God’s word together

Bible Verse – 2 Corinthians 9:6-7

But this I say: He who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and he who sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful giver.

Possible questions/conversation-starters:

1. How does Paul encourage those in the congregation in Corinth to give? (Cheerfully, and not grudgingly or out of necessity). Why should we follow Paul’s advice and give cheerfully, or with joy? (Because we love God and are thankful for who He is and all that He’s done for us, and because giving is an act of worship).

2. How would you define worship? (Adoration or awe; one’s expression to another of their worth or value). If God doesn’t need our worship, why should we worship Him? (Because we love Him; because we’re commanded to in Scripture; and because it’s important for our spiritual development and for our relationship with God). 

3. Giving as a form of worship means that we give something back to God as a way to express our feelings for Him. What are some things that we can “give back to God?” (Our life, our love, our time, our money, our attention and focus, our gifts and talents, our humbleness, our adoration, our thankfulness, etc.). 

4. Matthew 25:40 shows us that when we give to others, we give to Christ. Think about someone in your life who is in need. What could you give them that would help fulfill their need?

Pray together

Prompt: Pray that your giving is more and more a form of worship, inspired by your love for and admiration of Him (who He is, and all that He’s done, is doing, and will do).
