
Interactive Prayer - Paper Airplane Prayers
Gather sheets of paper and writing utensils. The Holy Spirit is God’s powerful, wise, and 

loving presence. The gift of the Holy Spirit lives in us when we trust in Jesus. Even though we 
can’t see the Spirit, we can see what the Spirit does for us and in us, and we can feel the Spirit. 
Let’s think of some other things that we can’t see but still know are real. Brainstorm together 
as a family (examples: the wind, gravity, oxygen, love). The wind is invisible but we can see how 
it moves things when it blows. Let’s write prayers to God on sheets of paper and then make 
them into paper airplanes.

Invite each person to write or draw a prayer on a sheet of paper, then take them outside (if 
possible) and let the wind blow them and move the paper airplanes as you toss them. The Holy 
Spirit came to the first followers of Jesus with the sound of the wind. We can remember that 
the gift of the Holy Spirit is with us too.
