In Luke 5, Jesus invited Simon Peter and his
friends to follow Him.

As a family, look for an opportunity to care for
and serve people in your community.

Reach out to organizations that help those
in need. This could include shelters, food
banks, community kitchens, or after-school
programs. Check organizations' websites for
information about donations and other ways
to assist and invite your child to help you
research. If possible, choose an opportunity
that allows you to serve in person, which will
provide a tangible way for your child (and
whole family!) to care for and serve others.

Before and after serving, take time to pray for
the people working at the organization and
those who are served by their work. Ask God
to draw these people close to Him.

Help your kids reflect on what it means to follow Jesus through a game of Follow Me! One
person will lead and will begin by asking family members by name, “Are you ready to follow?”
