
Worship Response - Who You Say I Am
Who are you? How would  you describe yourself? How would  others describe you? Allow 

your kids to respond. Did you know if you’re a Jesus follower, God lives inside you and can use 
your life to tell of His wonder? The most important thing  to remember about who you are is that 
you’re a child of God. Play the song “Jesus is the Living Stone” from the NAC Southern Africa 
choir. Give each person a sheet of paper and a writing utensil. While you listen, write or draw 
who Jesus is to you. When you finish, pray together as a family and thank  God for loving you and 
allowing you to be His children.

Hands On - Praise 
Stones

In this week’s part of God’s big story, we 
learned God sends the Holy Spirit  to live 
inside us and can use our lives to tell the 
story of His wonder. God’s presence used to 
be inside the temple, but because of Jesus, 
we can be the house the Holy Spirit  lives 
inside and we can be children of God whose 
lives tell His story. 

To help your kids remember we are living 
stones that house the Spirit of God and 
praise Him, gather stones from outside. Use 
paint or markers to write or draw praises 
to God on the stones. You can write or 
draw anything you want that  shows how 
you can praise or thank  God or share His 
wonder. When you finish, place the stones 
somewhere to be a reminder that you can 
praise God and share His wonder because 
of His love! 
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
